Camper Rules
All camp personnel will arrive at camp having prayed for their team of campers, ready to model life-giving speech and attitudes, will be camper-focused. And available to pray, counsel and pastor to your children.
As parents, we ask that you review the following rules with your children so they are ready for camp.

General Summer Camp Rules & Regulations

· All kids are expected to behave with the highest Christian conduct at all times

· All kids will attend all organized camp services and activities

· All kids will be on time at all organized camp services and activities

· Absolutely no guys in girls rooms and no girls in guys rooms

· Absolutely no profanity or questionable language

· Absolutely no tobacco, alcohol, drugs, weapons or fireworks of any kind is allowed

· No crude or inappropriate clothing (vulgar t-shirt’s, short shorts, midriff, spaghetti straps, or speedo’s)

· Girls must wear a one piece swim suit
· Disrespect or disobedience to any camp staff will not be tolerated

· IPods, CD players, cell phones or other electronic devices are NOT allowed 

· Practical jokes will not be tolerated.  

· Gossip, complaining or other ungodly communication has no place at Summer Camp.

Discipline:

Any child that is consistently difficult (i.e. they have been talked to several times) or has violated any of the “rules” will be immediately reported to senior staff.  A parent will be called only if necessary

Eating and Drinking Habits:

All camp personnel will make a point to be conscious and aware that all the children are eating and drinking water on a regular basis. 
First Aid:

We have a Camp Nurse and Nurse Facilities available to handle any injuries during our time at camp.  The Camp Nurse will have a radio at all times as well as the Camp Directors.
Hygiene: 

Campers will be encourage to shower everyday. We know that shower times are difficult and so we have a shower sign up list available.  Campers may designate shower times if they wish.  Showers will be limited to 5 minutes each. Leaders have a separate facility for showers
Physical and Emotional Limitations:  

Every child is different.  Each has their own limits physically, emotionally, and spiritually.  During worship or organized activities, leaders will not force any child to do something they cannot or are not willing to do.  We do want to expand their limitations but this will not be a boot camp.   

Team Time

Children will have a “Team Time” after Challenge Rallies on Tuesday and Wednesday evenings.  This time is designed to teach and connect with their teams.  They will discuss the lesson and have a follow up object lesson.
