Here are the basics for Shoreline Sports Teams:
1. Shoreline Sports registration will run through August 14, 2010.  Anyone registering individually or as a team after that date will have to pay a $25.00 late fee.

2. The cost associated with participation is $30.00 for YMCA members and $105.00 for Non-YMCA members per player, per season.  The $30.00 will cover the athlete’s uniform, while the additional $70.00 goes to fund the administration, maintenance and operation of the league.  

a. There will be 8 practices and 8 games per season.

3. I have attached the CHASCO Family YMCA Pledge along with the respective rules for this coming fall youth sports.

a. The pledge will be stated before each game with the referee’s performing it along with each respective team and coach repeating.   Very low key; however, very well received. 

b. Game time prayers were discussed and it was explained that this is not permitted by the YMCA.  However, if one of our players gets hurt and someone begins praying through the “spirit”, that is fine.   We will never discourage the Spirit in action.  The YMCA desires to control overall presentation of their program and has set the policy as stated.

4. The YMCA has standardized uniforms that they have pre-negotiated in an effort to keep cost low.  As a result, they are bound contractually to not add additional branding to them in the form of team names, logos, etc.  However, our players can wear headbands/wristbands with our Shoreline logo on them.

a. I am looking into the cost of these.   Sports are a great opportunity for our athletes to grow and develop a new kinship with their Shoreline friends/classmates, as well as live out the values we all work to reinforce…but it is also a great opportunity for our institutions to showcase the very best examples of our good works, in the form of our kids, their attitudes and examples to the public.  I believe strongly that we should sponsor them and brand our teams as Shoreline Stallions in alignment with the school.  If anyone knows of a possible sponsor for these sweatbands please put them in touch with me directly.

5. We have been asked to register our teams in whole…meaning in blocks of 10-12 with payments and registration forms filled completely with all information filled out.  Payment for each child must be with each registration.   Our full teams could practice at our “Shoreline” location if desired as long as they follow the CHASCO Family YMCA guideline (1 practice per week, up to 1 hr in length), or we can fold into the scheduled rotation and use of the YMCA provided facilities.   

6. If we have a group of individuals that do make up a team, then we would submit them as individuals and the YMCA would fill in the remaining spots with individual players that they have.   

a. Please note that these teams would have to practice at the YMCA and be under our direction in reference to day/time of practices.   

b. If you have a coach for them, you may include that and they could be the coach for that respective team…Again all registration fees must be with registration forms upon submitting them…

7. The following is the age group/player status for each respective sport and age group:

a. Soccer:
i. 3yr/4yr:  Co-Ed  10 on a team

ii. 5yr/Kinder:  Co-Ed, 10 on a team

iii. 1st/2nd grade Boys:  10 on a team

iv. 1st/2nd grade Girls:  10 on a team

v. 3rd/4th grade boys:  12 to 14 on a team

vi. 3rd/4th grade girls:  12 to 14 on a team

vii. 5th/8th grade boys:  12 to 14 on a team

viii. 5th/8th grade girls:  12 to 14 on a team

1. Notes on Soccer:  If you can not fill a complete team of boys or girls in the respective age groups identified, then your team would be in the boys division.  For example, in the 1st/2nd grade divisions, if you have 6 boys and 4 girls, you would have to play in the 1st/2nd grade boys division.  Another point is that if you have individuals registering, we would have to place them in the respective age groups and genders….Please look at the registration form that I sent to you earlier this week…..The age groups are identified as to what ones are coed and what ones are broken into gender….with an * so that if we do not have enough to break them out, we may merge……

b. Volleyball:
i. 3rd/4th grade:  Co-Ed:  10 to 12 on a team

ii. 5th/6th grade:  Co-Ed:  10 t0 12 on team

iii. 7th/8th grade:  Co-Ed:  10 to 12 on a team

1. Notes on Volleyball:  Even though we identify “coed” for volleyball, 99% of participants are girls.   We would strongly recommend this to be girls with only 1 or 2 boys if need be.   I am concerned about this area….We can not have a team composed of majority of boys on a coed team with our teams being 99% girls….We may have to combined 5th/8th based on past history.

c. T-Ball:
i. 3yr/4yr:  Co-Ed 10 to 12 on team

ii. 5yr/Kinder:  Co-Ed, 10 to 12 on a team

1. Notes on T-Ball:  No issues; however, do not put more than 10 to 12 on a team.    We have a time limit.

d. Flag Football:
i. 1st/2nd grade:  10 on a team

ii. 3rd/4th grade:  Co-Ed., 10 on a team

iii. 5th/6th grade:  Co-Ed., 10 on a team

iv. 7th/8th grade:  Co-Ed., 10 on a team

1. Notes on Flag Football:  We may have to combine 5th/8th grade based on past history.

8. All coach’s will be required to attend our coach’s meetings at the end of August and our coach’s workshop the second week of September.  I will get back to you on dates/times.
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
