December 31 Deadline for Contributions

WAYS TO GIVE AT YEAR END
In order to qualify as a 2011 gift for tax purposes, your contribution must meet the following criteria:

Giving By Mail

Your envelope must be postmarked no later than December 31, 2011.  Please note that if you drop your envelope in a mailbox after the last scheduled pickup time on the 31st, it will not be postmarked until January 2 and may not qualify as a 2011 gift.  The date you place on your check is not normally recognized by the IRS as valid proof of your intent to give on a particular date.

You may give by credit card using this method.  Your postmarked envelope provides sufficient proof of your intent to give in 2011 even though the charge will be processed after the start of the new year.

Giving Online

Any credit card gift received through our online giving link will be dated according to the time that you submit your completed form.  Please be aware that connection glitches can sometimes delay the transmission of information submitted of the Internet.  Because of this, we recommend that you submit your online gift no later than 6:00 pm on December 31 to help ensure that it receives a 2011 time stamp.

Gifts of Stock

Stocks, bonds, notes or other instruments for which value can be determined in the financial markets should be made payable to Shoreline Church.  Donors are encouraged to consult their tax advisor in advance before donating marketable securities.  Stock transfers should be made to Shoreline Church’s Scottrade brokerage account:

Per IRS regulations it is the donor’s responsibility to place a value on all gifts of stock based on the date the transfer is completed.  To ensure that your gift of stock qualifies as a 2011 contribution, please contact your broker and give them enough advance notice to complete the transfer before the end of the calendar year.
